My name is Richard Arcand and | coordinate all of the responses to the formal requests for records under the
Federal FOIA and NH Right to Know Law (RSA 91-A). Please note that we will search for, and provide, existing
records (i.e., emails, documents) related to crossings in Pittsburg. Some of these records may explain some of
our decision making process. However we are not required to create any new records, or provide
explanations, to complete any request.

Pursuant to NH RSA 91-A, this email serves as the acknowledgement to your request.

Based on our initial review the NH DOT believes that it will take approximately 30 days from the date of this

letter to collect, review and redact if necessary, all the documents you have requested. Please note that this

timeframe could be shortened if you could provide more information in regards to the crossings on Route 145
in Pittsburg — details on the locations and approximate dates they were constructed (as best you can). Please
provide as many details as you can.

Also in accordance with the NH’s Right to Know Law (RSA 91-A:4), the Department is permitted to charge
reasonable costs for copying the material. The current charge for black & white copies is $0.10 per 8.5x11
page, and $0.20 per 11x17 page. Once the NH DOT has determined the costs for copies | will contact you
before proceeding. Electronic documents will be provided at no cost if the documents exist in an electronic
format.
